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Abstract 
 

On road localization and data dissemination are two important problems in Vehicular Ad Hoc 
Networks (VANET). In this talk, I will first present a grid based on-road localization system, 
GOT, for vehicles to evaluate their locations through the help of each other. In addition, I will 
present a distributed protocol, DOVE, for disseminating data to a desired number of drivers in an 
area of interest when road-side stations are not available, a new problem in data dissemination. 
Mutliple heuristics are introduced to minimize the dissemination delay and reduce the 
dissemination cost. I will also introduce our work on access point planning in urban area for data 
dissemination.  
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
