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“Recent Advances in Access Control Models"

Abstract: Past generations of access control models, when faced with an access request, have issued a simple "yes" or "no" answer to the access request resulting in access being granted or denied.  Recent advances in application areas have introduced new dimensions to access control needs, and for many applications such as business-to-business (B2B) applications and auctions "yes/no" responses are just not enough. This talk will discuss several access control models that have been recently proposed to address these emerging needs including models that provide policy-neutral flexible access control and their efficient implementations; models that incorporate richer semantics for access control, such as adding provisions and obligations. We will also discuss the recent work on policy algebras for combining independent authorization specifications.
Bio: Sushil Jajodia is BDM International Professor of Information Technology and the director of Center for Secure Information Systems at the George Mason University, Fairfax, Virginia. He joined GMU after serving as the director of the Database and Expert Systems Program within the Division of Information, Robotics, and Intelligent Systems at the National Science Foundation. Before that he was the head of the Database and Distributed Systems Section in the Computer Science and Systems Branch at the Naval Research Laboratory, Washington. He has also been a visiting professor at the University of Milan and University of Rome "La Sapienza", Italy and at the Isaac Newton Institute for Mathematical Sciences, Cambridge University, England.
